          Shovel or Spade                                                  
 Level                                                                          
 Tape measure 
 Work gloves 
 Safety glasses 
 Hand tamper (optional) 
Other Material needed: 
  2 cubic feet pea gravel per step 
                      
 Select your site and determine the starting elevation 
 for the first SuperStep placement. 
 
Measure and mark the area for your first hole.  
 
Dig the hole slightly larger than the SuperStep and  
at least four inches deep.  The method of digging  
you want to use is called skimming, this is where the  
dirt is skimmed from the opening while leaving it 
undisturbed in the bottom for a firm foundation. 
 
Pour and tamp down pea gravel into hole.   
 
Set the SuperStep in place.  Level step side-to-side while  
allowing a slight pitch toward the front of the step. 
The slight pitch and the gravel base will allow proper 
water drainage on and around the SuperStep. 
 
After the first step is installed, measure and dig the 
hole for your second SuperStep and repeat above 
process for each step being installed. 
 
1.  Traffic bond or concrete may also be used as a base.   
      Check your local codes and restrictions. 
 
2.  As with any concrete, a breathable sealer may be  
     Desirable on exposed surfaces.
